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	Revolutionary War Timeline
	The House of Burgesses made laws for Virginia’s colony. It was important because it gave Virginia colonists a voice in their government.
	John Peter Zenger  printed stories that criticized New York’s royal governor, William Cosby. His trial gave the right , freedom of speech.
	This War was when the French and Indians were battling the British for the land of the Ohio River Valley. In the end the British won and gained almost half of N.A.
	The Stamp Act  was when the colonists had to buy a stamp for every piece of paper they printed. This was one of the first British laws placing taxes on the colonies. 
	The Townshend Acts was when Britain put taxes on tea, paper, glass, lead and paint, basically anything imported form England.
	This was when terribly angered people did violent things throughout Boston, including killing 5 colonists. One of which included Crispus Attucks.
	This was when Sam Adams formed a committee “to state the rights of colonists.” Eventually, each of the colonies would correspond with each other.
	This was when the Sons of Liberty dumped 342 chests of tea into the Boston Harbor. The result of this was the Intolerable Acts, which you will read about next.
	This act was when Parliament decided to close the port of Boston until the colonists paid for the tea. This upset the colonists deeply.
	This meeting was when the delegates of each colony wrote a petition asking for the repeal of the Intolerable Acts, they would later send this to King George III
	Both of these battles were the first battles fought in the American Revolution. 


	This gathering was when the delegates (once again) came together to discuss what to do about the attacks. They came up with a “Grand American Army.”
	This battle was the first major battle of the Revolutionary War. The capture of this battle proved that the colonists were serious in their struggle against the British.
	Ethan Allen was once on fort Ticonderoga on Lake Champlain, which was one of the main supply posts for the British. He and the G.M.B.  Tricked the British, and they surrendered.
	Thomas Paine was an n talented writer. In Common Sense, Paine argued that the colonists owed no loyalty to an unjust ruler. 
	Have you ever thought why we celebrate The 4th of July, well now you do; because this was the day important people signed the Declaration of Independence. 
	Nathan Hale once said these words, “I regret that I only have one life to die for my country.” He is very famous for these words and we remember him deeply.
	The winter of Valley Forge was when Washington told his troops to set up camp. There they would try to stay strong to continue the battles against the British.
	The Hessians were the “big time” army; they were people who were born to fight. To beat them was a big deal, and our army did, so we were really glad.
	 This battle was another battle where we won because we outnumbered the British and they surrendered. 
	One reason why we won the American Revolution was because the French and the Spanish helped us, they gave us ammunition.
	This take over lead to the British retaking it, and then Clark tricked the British into surrendering after a winter surprise attack.
	He was an American sea captain; he proved that a strong spirit can make a difference. Jones gave all he had and never gave up.
	He was a general in the American army who weakened his force so the British could capture it. He became one of the world’s most famous traitors.
	This was the very last battle in the American Revolution, and based on the title the, obviously the Americans won this war.
	The Treaty of Paris ended the American Revolution after the Americans won the battle at Yorktown. This gave all the land west of the Appalachians to the U.S.
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
